It may be informative to compare a group's
performance results over time, but the reliabil-
ity of such comparisons depends on the sizes of
all groups. When a group is small, compared to
other groups, reliability is reduced, and caution
should be used whenterpreting change over
time. In general, changes in the performance of
a large group, such as White SAT examinees in
Texas, are less likely to have occurred by
chance than changes in the performance of a
small group, such as American Indian or
Pacific Idander SAT examinees in Texas. The
reliability of betweergroup comparisons also
depends on the sizes of the groups. When
groups differ substantially in size, comparisons
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nonpublicschools combined are presented in
the reportCollege Admissions TestirResults
for Graduating Seniors in Texas and the United
States, Class &f022 (TEA, 2023c).
