Two-Point Speaking Rubric

As part of the TELPAS listening and speaking assessment, rubrics were developed to determine the score points that should be ascribed to a student’s response
based on their performance on each speaking test item. The rubrics demonstrate the number gfantsdhat a student can achieve based on their

performance on each speaking test item. Two different rubrics, apwiot rubric and a foupoint rubric, are used to score different types of speaking items

on the TELPAS listening and speaking assessment. Both rubrics are derived from the TELPAS proficiency level descriptors (PLDs). The rubrics demonstrate how ¢
student will be assessed for speaking; however, the rubrics should not replace the Texas BnglislydProficiencySandards (ELPS) or PLDs and should not

be used in isolation.
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
